WHEREAS, with the generous help, support and commitment of their many volunteers over the past 25
years, Hale Kau Kau has served over 1.2 million meals to the homeless, the poor and the homebound; and

WHEREAS, in collaboration with Keolahou Hawaiian Congregational Church, Hale Kau Kau distributes
weekly food baskets and emergency food supplies to families in crisis; and

WHEREAS, Hale Kau Kau brings together a variety of local businesses, churches, clubs, individuals as well as
county and state resources to fund the efforts and feed those in need;

THEREFORE I, DAVID Y. IGE, Governor, and I, SHAN S. TSUTSUI, Lieutenant Governor of the State of
Hawai‘i, do hereby proclaim March 4, 2016 as
