WHEREAS, the mission of Unity Church of Hawai’i is “realizing our oneness with God and each other” and
embraces all religious denominations by believing there is truth in all teachings; and

WHEREAS, the Unity Church of Hawai’i has dedicated October as a month-long commemoration honoring
seventy-eight years of service to the Hawaiian Islands;
